Consensus Views on Options

Option 1 (100% return): While there was a range of views with regard to this option,
overall APART considers this option as “conceivable, but with serious issues.”

Option 2 (delayed start): APART views this scenario as even less attractive than
option 1, with half of the committee considering it “untenable” and urging that it not
be considered at all.

Option 3 (partial return, two semesters): This was viewed as the most
attractive option by APART, with people generally ranking it as at least “workable”
and in many cases as “attractive though not perfect.”

Option 4 (three semesters): This option was rejected by APART and overall ranked
as low as option 2.

Option 5 (100% remote in fall, spring TBD): This option was ranked second by
APART, with the consensus being that it is “workable, though with significant
concerns.”
